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Having kept birds of prey for more than 50 years,
Stuart Wilkinson can rightly lay claim to being
‘something of an expert.’
And making sure his birds are always in the best of
health is very high on Stuart’ s agenda, wanting
them to be in great shape all year round.
Based at Hope in Flintshire, Stuart became
interested in birds of prey when he was 10 years old, starting out
with a Little Owl.
Stuart currently has 12 birds of prey ranging from an American
Kestrel weighing just three-and-a-half ounces to an Indian Eagle
Owl weighing around 6 pounds.
Stuart regularly flies some of his hawks, falcons and owls at
country fairs. Some of the birds are also used on landfill sites and
in city centres to control pest species such as crows, gulls and feral
pigeons.  Stuart also takes the birds to schools to give talks,
emphasising the importance of birds of prey within today’ s
environment.
Always keen to find supplements that ensure the birds are in top
condition, Stuart first found V erm-X  when he won a competition.
Stuart explained: “Birds of prey pick up both internal and external
parasites quite easily.
